This was a good turnout for the club, with 34 of 41 possible anglers competing. Bill

ALAMO LAKE FISHING REPORT

This has been a consistent fishing hot spot and should continue to provide some of the state’s best fishing for bass
and crappie this spring and through the summer.

With the increased water levels this year at Alamo Lake, the fishery was brought to its upper- operating elevation of
1,125 msl (approximately 10-percent full). If these lake elevations continue, the fishing in the spring and through the
summer this year should be excellent for largemouth bass and crappie. In addition to excellent fishing, all of the boat
ramps will be useable.

There is currently a good number of bass over the slot and a couple of strong year classes of smaller bass that have
entered the protected slot. Channel catfish is also expected to excellent this year. In fact, the catfish bite has already
begun.

The store at the lake has closed so you need to bring everything with you. If you run short of anything, you might be
able to pick it up at the Wayside Inn or in the town of Wenden. Live bait can be purchased at the Alamo lake State
Park Office and if you catch a fish that you want weighed the certified scale is also located at the Alamo State Park

Office.
