Thirty-

two anglers caught 137 fish that weighed 344 lbs. Larry 

Ward put 17.60 lbs on the dry side along with the big fish 

of the tournament at 5.25 lbs. to take top honors.  Larry 

fished in the trees in the back of the lake, and used 6” bold 

bluegill Robo Worms on a spinning rig with 20# braid. Of course, something weird has to happen, so he loses that rod and 

reel overboard when it got hung on a tree as they moved to another area. 

 

Steve Swaggerty picked up his first plaque with 16.84 lbs. on a red/pearl Wild Thang creature bait in 15-18’ of water. Right 

behind Steve was Terry Foreman in third place with 16.81 using the standard 10” Power Worm right up on the rocky banks in 

the north end.  Dave Mack had the same weight, but Foreman edged him out with a larger big fish. 

 

As your Sheriff, I want to remind boaters that even though we leave before it’s completely dark, you may run on plane to your 

first spot ONLY. After that, it’s 5 mph.

 was changed to Otay. Fishing has been pretty good, especially for Otay in the 

summer.
