== The Bassmasters braved high winds and unseasonally cool
X temperatures at Havasu on September 22-23 and found
pretty good fishing despite big rollers in the basin and a low
lake level.

Ed Byrd climbed over Kenny Louis, who led the first day,
and into the lead by nailing two three-pounders on
Saturday fishing in the River below Blankenship. He had a 3.50 on the second cast of the morning with a buzzbait in that wind. Evidently that kind of
karma is unbeatable. He ended up with a double limit for 22.34 Ibs and won by about a pound and a half. Dave Patrick fished down lake and got to run
back into the seas but scratched 20.68 Ibs on dart heads and cranks for second place. Greg Gardner managed to out fish Zoé on the second day for
19.66 Ibs and third place. Greg also managed a 4.78 Ib’er, which was good enough to win big fish money on Day 2. Terry Foreman had a 3.91
smallmouth on a spinnerbait for first day honors. Greg and Terry got $75 each for their trouble. Foreman tried to emulate his namesake, Terry Chenowth,
who at the spring Havasu tussle had more trouble than anyone deserved. Foreman’s boat needed an impeller and then a starting battery, and when that
was over he backed into a rock while launching and dinged up his prop. A 5 Ib sledgehammer fixed the prop problem, at least temporarily.

Greg's third place, coupled with a tenth from Ed Marr, has tightened the Angler of the Year race, making the last two tournaments crucial. They have
pretty much made it a two-horse race, but eleven points separate third from ninth, and 17 separate tenth and 16, so there are places to be gained. Ed
and | are rechecking your big fish of the year, which could have a bearing on the standings. Stay tuned.

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SAN DIEGO BASSMASTERS
OCTOBER 1971 TO OCTOBER 2006

In the late 1960’s Ed Steiner, Bob Cook and myself used to fish together in the local lakes and were members of the San Diego County Fish & Game
Association. In 1970 | was Chairman of the Fresh Water Committee and tried to get members interested in fishing some Bass Tournaments. | was
unsuccessful due to the fact that most of the members were interested in Trout Fishing. In the Spring of 1971, Ed Steiner wrote to the Bass Anglers
Sportsman Society, (BASS) and asked for information on starting a local Bass Club and to be affiliated with BASS. In October 1971 we became the San
Diego Bassmasters, the first Bass Club in San Diego County to be a charter member of BASS.

The rules to start the club were that we needed 10 people to sign the charter and we were limited to 25 members for the first six months. It was required
to have three officers, President, Vice President and Secretary/Treasurer. Ed Steiner became the first President, Bob Cook the Vice President and
Ralph Botticelli the Secretary/Treasurer. The ten Charter Members were, Ed Steiner, Robert Cook, Ralph Botticelli, Hugh Kruger, Orvile Dryer, Frank
Maxwell, Mary Ann Maxwell, Larry Crider, James Putney Jr, and Harold Stephens.

The following list of members voted into the club is not anywhere near the correct number but some of the names some of us still remember and for those
who do not know them may have heard the names mentioned:

In November 1971 the first member to be voted into the Club was Bill Flerx. Bill was a special friend of Terry Foreman and after Ben
Massey and Terry foreman were voted into the club in 1972, Terry and Bill quickly became known as Frick and Frack.

| am sure many of you have heard the name Bill (Pappy) Wade. He was a Lakeside Fisherman who was adored by everyone. He joined
the club in July 1972.
