TOURNAMENT NEWS...

As | noted in my January article, we
may have to be a little flexible this year. It
looks like our flexibility will be tested in our
first tournament. | spoke with Mike Moffet,
the Director of ABA’s San Diego region
tournaments. | had seen on the ABA
website that the first tournament of the ABA
San Diego’s 2007 schedule was held last
year and only 13 boats participated. If there
were that small a number of boats for ABA,
it probably wouldn’t be a problem for us to
fish EI Cap. However, Mike is expecting 50
to 60 boats at El Cap on the 10™. Also, we can’t get a 12” variance as ABA already has one, so we
couldn’t bring fish in for a weigh-in under 15”.

| feel that we have no real option but to move the tournament to San Vicente. | have checked with
Sharon Smith at the City Lakes and she has only one other very small tournament there, the Point Seekers
Bass Club. Also, based on the fish catch counts, the fishing is somewhat better at San Vicente than El
Cap. | have taken it on myself to go ahead and reschedule to San V on the 10™. Normally, this is voted on
by the club first, but is being done at this time to allow those who wish to pre-fish to do so, as San Vicente
is not open during the week. A vote will be taken at the meeting to make the change official. However,
from the response of the people at El Cap for the fun tournament, | feel this change will be strongly
supported.
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Now on to the fishing! The “sort of annual” fun/money tournament was held on the 27™ at El Cap.
The weather turned out to be better than expected, especially compared to earlier in the week. Also, the
fishing was also somewhat better than it had been. There were thirteen teams that participated, with
eleven teams catching some fish. Some nice sized fish were
caught, and four teams managed to bring in limits.

Just out of the money was the team of Greg Gardner and
Brent Benish. Their five fish went 9.90 pounds. | really want to
commend Greg for continuing his streak of bringing in a limit of fish
in every tournament he’s fished since last year. Brent said he really
enjoyed fishing with Greg and was a little in awe of him...aren’t we
alll

Just in the money was the team of Jim Putney and Brandon
Hoffman. Their five fish went 11.09 pounds, with a 3.81 pound big
fish. Jim and Brandon primarily fished rocky points in the main lake, :
though they did pick up some fish near the launch ramp. Evidently Jim had to do most of the netting this
time, as Brandon was the “hot stick” Dropshotting was the hot ticket for them.

Second place went to Jim Davis and Mike Baird with five fish going 13.09 pounds. Their big fish
was a 4.23 pound kicker. This was Mike’s tournament pre-fish, so | hope it's not held against him too
much (just kidding Mike). Great job guys!

Cheryl and | were lucky enough to be at the right time and place. We had a tough time to start out
as there were two boats on the spot | wanted to start on (By the way, two of the people that started there
caught their big fish of the day...Jim Davis and Adam East. Adam’s 4.68 pound fish was good enough to
split the big fish pot). Anyway, we fished several other spots but only caught a few short fish.

At about 10:00, with no keepers, it was time to make another move. We noticed that the spot |
originally wanted to fish was open, so we pulled in. About the second or third cast with a Gardner jig, |
caught our biggest fish, one that matched Adam’s big fish. We went for a while with out catching anything
else until Cheryl started dropshotting. She picked up three fish, including two over 16 inches. Not having
any more luck on the jig, | started dropshotting and picked up another good fish. At that point, we went for
quite a while without a fish. For a change of pace, | went back to the jig and after a short time picked up
our final fish about a half an hour before weigh-in. | especially want to thank Adam East for fishing with me
on Thursday...Thanks Adam, it was fun!

First off, | would like to say thanks to those of you who attended the January meeting, and for your
patience and support in getting the tournament schedule set and taking care of our start of the New Year
business.

“Zebra Mussels in Lake Havasu”-Terry Foreman contacted me and informed me that they
have found Zebra Mussels in Lake Havasu. Zebra Mussels are light zigzag striped shells averaging about
an inch long. They do not have many natural predators, and will have ecological, biological and economic
impacts on our fisheries. In order to assure that Zebra Mussels do not spread further, please take the
following precautions after fishing Lake Havasu:
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e Remove any visible vegetation from items that were in the water. Including the boat, trailer and all
equipment.
e Drain all the water out of your boat, open your live wells, pull the drain plugs, and lower the motor
and let the water drain out completely.
e Dry boat and other equipment for at least 48 hours before using in uninfested waters.
Terry Foreman is going to e-mail the information to Jim Putney so the other bass clubs can be notified at
the next Bass Council meeting.

The next board meeting will be held February 20, 2006 at the Byrd’s house, 6:30 p.m. All club
members are welcome to attend. Please call Cheryl or myself if you will be joining us.

The Treasurers report was made by Cheryl Byrd. We have a bank balance of approximately $1200.00.
Some 2006 bills still have to be paid and we will have a negative balance of approximately $250.00 after
delinquent dues are paid in full. The insurance for 2007 is due by January 31 and each member needs to
pay the $20.00 insurance before the end of the month.

Brent Benish will be prefished at
the January fun tournament.

Vickie Becker announced the following: Ed and Cheryl Byrd will be in charge of the Chili Cook Off at
the Brants house on January 20"™. Dave Mack will again take on the Padre Night and is scheduled for July
8". Greg and Zoé Gardner will handle the Picnic.

Darryl and Debbie Crippen, Lynn Brown and Harold and Kathy Stephens will handle the Fish Fry. Ed
Marr will take the Family Tournament and Bud and Donalea Brant will handle the Bunko Party. The salt
water trip will be taken on by John Schwartz. The bowling night was not scheduled but will most likely be
handled by Lee Chapman. Terry Chenowth will be in charge of the Club Gear. The speaker for the
February meeting will be Rick Grover of Anglers Marine.

Jim Putney gave a brief report from the Bass Council. The club dues to the council will be $4.00 per
member. The council has asked the SDBM to host one of the night tournaments. Ed Byrd volunteered to
handle this event on September 8" at San Vicente.

Bud Brant asked the club to revote on changing the meeting place from the Rec. Center to Anglers
Marine. The vote was 100 percent for the change. The new meeting date is the first Tuesday of each
month with Pizza served at 6:30 and the meeting at 7:00. Bud also stated that at the December 2006
Board meeting the board recommended a dues increase of $5.00 per month. This is to insure the club has
the funds to carry on all the activities we have been accustomed too.

Byrd, Frank and Gerie Morin, Steve and Donna Swaggerty, Buck and Cody Bullock and Jim Putney and
Brandon Hoffman. John Swartz seconded the motion and it was passed. Rule #7. Add to the rule that if
you bring in a sixth fish at the weigh-ins, the smallest live fish will be removed from the stringer and 1
pound will be deducted from your total weight. This change was accepted. Greg Gardner, Jim Putney and
Inder Lopez volunteered to assist on the Tournament Committee.
