ALAMO HOT...

WEATHER AND FISHING!!!

Our Alamo tournament continued this
year’s pattern of great fishing. While the
weather was pretty warm, at least this year
it cooled off enough after sunset to be fairly
pleasant. The mornings were actually cool
enough that a sweater or light jacket was
needed for most people.

Most people started off the morning
with top water then switched to a variety of
baits for the rest of the day. | know that
Cheryl and | caught fish on top water
(spooks!), jigs, dropshot, texas rig worms,
spinnerbaits, crankbaits, and senko’s.
Many other people reported similar success
with nearly everything they threw!

Dave Mack took home all the

marbles this tournament, not only taking first place, but big fish as well. Dave’s fish were primarily caught
on lkas thrown to the stickups in the back end of the lake. His limit went 27.40 pounds and included big
fish of the tournament, a very nice 6.71 pounder. Unfortunately, on the way back to San Diego, Dave
jackknifed his trailer while trying to turn around in a narrow street in Quartzite. His boat creased the corner
of his motorhome so he can use the money to help pay for the damage! Great job Dave!

In second place with 25.31 pounds with a 4.97 pound big fish was...me! | caught my fish in variety
of ways, but my two biggest fish came on white jigs. One of the biggest fish was off a steep bank where
bass were pushing shad against the shore in the morning. The largest fish was caught in the afternoon
while working the jig through brush in about 15 foot of water. The 4.97 pounder was big fish on the first
day and | made the mistake of letting the money ride...so | guess that I'm helping Dave pay for his motor

home repair.



In third place for the third time out of four tournaments was Inder Lopez! | guess for some reason,
Inder decided to skip taking third place at San Vicente! Anyway, Inder’s limit went 23.27 pounds with a
3.91 pound big fish. Inder fished with Keith Cloward. They also used a variety of baits, primarily white jigs
(in the morning), buzzbaits (all day), and pitched brush hogs in the afternoon. They also primarily fished
the back end of the lake. Great consistency Inder!

The next tournament is scheduled for Otay on June 16" and will be a “paper” tournament.” This will
probably be a much tougher tournament than what we’ve seen so far this year. The fishing was great
there until recently but with the rising water and increasing grass, the bite has taken somewhat of a dive.
One other thing — the Top Six tournament on June 9" has been moved from Hodges to Otay. OTAY IS
OFF LIMITS TO ALL CLUB MEMBERS FROM CLOSING ON JUNE 3®° UNTIL THE

END OF THE TOP SIX TOURNAMENT ON SATURDAY JUNE 9 ™. Do NOT even launch a
boat there! However, if you come to Otay on the 9" for the weigh in and ceremonies, you just might pick up
some valuabile tips for the tournament the following Saturday. Plus, there’s free food!

One thing that came up at the Alamo tournament was the value of keeping your weigh slip in a
secure location, especially when moving the boat. Not doing so cost someone a third place finish. Keep it
in the glove box or in a locker.

At the last meeting, | brought up that there will be major tournament at Lake Havasu at the same
time that we are scheduled to have our tournament. We'll be discussing the possibility of swapping the
Havasu and the Lower River tournaments. I'll have more information at the meeting.
