My best fish, 3.28 lbs., came straight up out of the water in a 3’ to 4’ high jump with the spook in its mouth… I was every bit excited as I would be if I was on the back of a bull and they opened the gate.  Wow!  That fish jumped 3 more times before I got it in the net, and I was shaking when the ride was over!  Those fish are so much fun, and so strong, and so wild – you who were there know what I mean.  

The dinner meeting at the Montana Steakhouse was the best I had been to.  The food was excellent, and all my good friends were there.  Thank you all for making it a special night.

First place was taken by Ed Byrd.  He certainly has done this before.  Ed weighed in 10 fish for 21.64 lbs.  Good job, Ed!  Second place went to Brent Benish.  His 10 fish weighed in at 21.26 lbs.  Third place was taken by another veteran of Lake Havasu – Dave Mack.  He only had 8 fish, but they weighed 20.39 lbs (which included big fish of the tournament weighing in at 3.84 lbs.).  You can  bring in 10 fish like the other guys, Dave.

Our next tournament is at the Lower River on November 7th & 8th.  We will call out start positions each day at safe light.  Weigh-in will be 3:00.  The length limit will be 13”, mouth closed, swing tail.  W will do the results right after we weigh in the last fish, so don’t leave – it won’t take long.  Second day results will be read in the patio next to where Dave Mack stays.  Same place as last tournament there.  We will also announce year end standings, so stick around – it’s gonna be good.  

Then we will have one more tournament to end the year.  Our club Tournament of Champions.  Everyone who won a tournament throughout the year is invited.  It will be held at El Cap on Saturday, November 15th.  We will have plaques and money for the top 3 in this event.  Right now we have 7 contestants: Bud Brant, Ed Byrd, Greg Gardner, Jeff Manning, Scott Ashley, Buck Billock and Adam East.  We still have opportunity for one more person.  Who will win at the River and take that spot?
